Lesson Seven: Rewriting/ Rewriting for Polish

     As you read for POLISH,  read slowly,  line by line, word by word. Use proofreading marks to note directly on your draft where POLISHING  changes need to be made.  During REWRITING for POLISH, you  may make the changes on the paper immediately,  as  you  are reading. 

     REWRITING   for   POLISH   has  two   parts:   EDITING   and PROOFREADING.  Both  can go on at the same time.   When  EDITING, check  for  strength in the use  of  paragraphs,  sentences,  and words.    When  PROOFREADING,  check  for  correct  form,  usage, grammar, verb tenses, spelling, punctuation, and capitalization.

EXERCISES

A.  Answer  these  "True or False" questions in your notebook  by writing "T" next to the numbers that are true and "F" next to the numbers that are false. Then write the false statements correctly next to their number.
