Part One--About Spelling: Proofreading

     To find and correct spelling mistakes within our writing, we must carefully PROOFREAD.  To effectively proofread for  spelling mistakes, we need two skills: 

       1. the ability to recognize incorrect spellings.

       2. knowledge of the correct spelling.

To recognize words incorrectly spelled, use these techniques:

1. Wait awhile  after  your writing has been completed before you    proofread  it  for  spelling.  That  will  help  you  see  the    difference  between  what  you wanted to write  and  what  you    actually have written. 

2. Read  slowly when you are looking for misspellings.  Let  your       eye  rest  on each word.   See if the word "looks wrong."  You       may have carelessly left out a letter,  may have mixed up  the    letters,  or  just  may  not known how to spell the word. Give 

   your eye a chance to catch these mistakes.

3. Because  the  meaning  of a  word  within the  sentence  often       disturbs  our    discovering of spelling errors,  words can be    checked in    reverse    order,  from the end of the piece  to    the  beginning.  Or words    can be checked from the right  to    the left. 

4. When you find words that are incorrectly spelled, but that you    know the correct spelling of, correct them immediately. Circle       words   for  later  checking  that  look  like  they  may   be          misspelled.

5. Especially  watch  for  errors  in  the  use  of  plurals  and      possessives.

When correcting a misspelled word--

1. Say  the word correctly  and clearly.   We tend to mumble  our    words  in  our  everyday  talk,  and  then,  when  we  try  to    spell  these words,  we then spell them according  to     that    mumbled  sound.   But  each word has a correct  way  of  being       pronounced.   Pronouncing a word correctly is the best clue to       spelling it correctly.

2. Say  the  word  syllable  by  syllable.   Try  to  spell  each    syllable's sound.

3. If the word still doesn't look correct, try experimenting with     other spellings until one looks correct. 

4. If still in doubt, look  up the word in the dictionary. Use of    the dictionary is an important part of proofreading.
