     1.  The  mayavadi's think that the jiva soul can become God. Read  the paragraph beginning,  "Putana's understanding  is  very significant,"  on page 44.  Then write a paragraph telling if you think it is possible to become God.

     2.  Krsna gave Putana the awareness that He, although only a child,  was so powerful that He could destroy the entire universe immediately.  Krsna  gives  one  intelligence,  remembrance,  and forgetfulness.  In the purport to BG 15.15 it explains that Krsna gives  the intelligence to understand the Vedic knowledge  (Krsna consciousness).   Krsna doels this if we are serious. Considering this point,  and considering that we are young gurukula students, how can we become more serious?
