    Use the dictionary to check the spelling, pronounciation, and meaning of a word.

                     SAMPLE DICTIONARY PAGE

[For  page one of this lesson have a page laid out similar to the way  the the BGGB is done (with the comments and  definitions  in the margin with line to the dictionary item) BGGB p. 134]

*The following items should be pointed out and defined:

1. pronunciation key

2. entry

3. pronunciation symbols for individual words within the entry

4. accent marks within the entry

5. parts of speech withing the entry

6. different definitions within the entry

7. syllable breakdown of the entry   

8. guide words on the top of the page

* A DICTIONARY shows us how to pronounce a word.

  Which part of each dictionary page helps us with pronunciation?

  Which part of the entry?

  Which part shows where to place the accent?

* A DICTIONARY shows the part of speech the word is.

  Which part shows us how the word is used in a sentence?

* A DICTIONARY shows us meanings of the word.

   Which part shows us definitions of words? 

* A DICTIONARY shows us the syllable divisions of  each word.

   Which  part  tells us where to break the word at the end of  a    line?

To discover this information through a dictionary,  we first must locate the word within the dictionary.
