        Part One--About Words: Definitions in Dictionary

    Words sometimes have more than one meaning. Dictionaries list and number the different meanings of words after the entry.   The different  meanings are numbered according to the frequency  that they  are  used.  Note  that the actual meaning of  the  word  is determined by the word's use within the sentence.

    For  example,  the word CREEP has four meanings mentioned  in the Concise Oxford Dictionary:

    1.  Move with the body close to the ground.   

        Example: The centipede crept up the tall wall.

    2.  Sneak up to something unobserved.  

        Example:  We saw the cat creep up around the tree to the                   mouse.

    3.  Feeling of horror.

        Example: Seeing the body gave me the creeps.

    4.  Disliked person.

        Example: The man in the grey overcoat was a creep.
