   DIRECTIONS FOR ANSWERING QUESTIONS FOR KRSNA BOOK VOLUME 1

A.   After  you have read the parts of the story you are told to, carefully,  put  away your Krsna Book and without  looking  back, answer  the  questions in your notebook.  All questions  must  be answered in full sentences, including fill-in-the-blanks. 

Examples:

     Q: In what shape did Bhumi approach Lord Brahma?

        Your notebook:  Bhumi approached Brahma in the shape of a                          cow.

     Q: Krsna took birth in the womb of________.

        Your notebook: Krsna took birth in the womb of Devaki.

B.  Choose  one of the topics listed and decide what you wish  to say  about it.  Then write a topic sentence,  and then expand the topic sentence into a paragraph. 

C.  Choose one of the listed topics and write down as many  words describing it as you can.  If applicable, write words to describe the sight,  sound,  touch,  smell,  and taste of the topic.  Then write  a paragraph describing the topic.  

D.  Read  the  question carefully and clearly understand  exactly what  is  asked.  If you are asked to do so,  read the  necessary section  from  Srila Prabhupada's books.   Then think  about  the question  and begin writing as much as you can  without  worrying about  mechanical  errors.  After you have finished writing  your first  draft,  rewrite it using the process of writing.  You  may write more than one paragraph to answer the question. 

E.  Read the question carefully and think about it.  Then  answer the question from you own experience.  Use as many details as you can  to describe what happened.  
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
