Lesson Twelve : Rewriting for  Polish/Rules for Using Semicolons 

Semicolon  Rule One: 

A semi-colon is a mark of punctuation that looks like this   ;  .  Use a semicolon to join two complete sentences.  When a semicolon is used,  neither a connecting conjunction nor a comma is needed. Connecting sentences with semicolons should be done sparingly.

Examples:

1. Take the boxes upstairs; leave the sweets here.

2. Sudama was fortunate; Kamsa was unfortunate.

3. Rupa  Goswami gave up his wealth;   he was perfectly satisfied with loving service to Krsna.

Semicolon  Rule  Two:

Use  a  semicolon between two complete sentences joined  by  such expressions  as  for example,  for instance,  that  is,  besides, accordingly,   moreover,  nevertheless,  furthermore,  otherwise, therefore, however, consequently, instead, hence.  A comma should follow the expression.

Examples:

1.  Changing  bodies  is a fact;  for instance,  in this life  we change from boyhood to youth to old age.

2.  Arjuna  didn't want to fight  the  battle;  nevertheless,  he fought for Krsna.

3. I will not surrender to maya; instead, I will serve Krsna. 

4. Everyone must serve Krsna; besides, serving Krsna is fun.
