Lesson Thirteen: Rewriting for Polish/Spelling Rules -- Silent

                                       Consonants and Others

Here are some hints that will help your spelling:

   SILENT CONSONANTS are consonant letters whose sounds cannot be heard within the word.  Watch for them.

** Watch for silent consonants  at the beginning  of  words:  pn-   pneumonia, ps-psalms, wh-whole, wr-wring, kn-know).

** Watch for them within words: deBt, yaCHt, siGH, ofTen.

** Watch for them also at the end of words:  when B follows M  as    in  lamB;  when  a  consonant is doubled at the end of  a  one    syllable such as TELL,  TALL,  or WALL;  and when C and K  are    used together to make the K sound as in baCK, quaCK, or raCK.

** When  you  are  proofreading  your  writing  or  learning  new    spelling words,  especially look to see if any word has silent    letters.
