     1.    Read  the  paragraph  on  page  123,  beginning,  "The Nagapatnis  confirm..." and continuing to the sixth line on  page 124  "...Kaliya  is  so easily getting this dust on  his   head?"  Then,  in  a paragraph or so,  explain clearly the  contradiction described in this passage.

     2.  In  his  prayers to Krsna,  Kaliya  said  that  although following  our  natural instincts cause us trouble and force  our transmigration and repeated birth and death,. we nonetheless find it  difficult to give these instincts up.  Kaliya then  asks  the Lord's  pardon by explaining that his snake's body has forced him to act enviously.   But Krsna explains in the Bhagavad-Gita  7.14 that it is possible to get free from the modes of material nature which  control our instincts.  Read the purport to  Bhagavad-Gita 7:14,  and  explain  how to get freed from the modes of  material nature.  

     3. Garuda, the winged carrier of Lord Visnu, took a big fish from the lake of the Yamuna.   He was therefore cursed by Subhari Muni. This cursing by Saubhari Muni was actually an offense which later caused the Muni's falldown.  Saubhari Muni should not  have cursed Garuda, for great Vaisnavas should immediately be forgiven even if they do something incorrect. Read BG 9:31 and the purport and  answer the following question:  Why shouldn't devotees  take advantage  of  this  injunction and  purposefully  commit  sinful activities?
