A  word such as and,  but, or or that connects two or more words, phrases, or clauses is called a CONJUNCTION.

Bhakta Al and Bhakta Bob distributed books.

(connecting words)

We should go to the temple or to the park.

(connecting phrases)

Arjuna wanted to chant, but Sudama wanted to dance.

(connecting sentences)

Subjects  and   predicates  (verbs)  that  are  connected  by   a conjuntion are called COMPOUND.  

Compound Subjects 

Arjuna      and        Sudama   chanted all afternoon.

subject   conjunction  subject    verb

Compound Verbs

Sridama      chanted    and       danced  with  them.

subject       verb   conjunction   verb

Compound Subject and Compound Verbs

Arjuna   and    Sudama   chanted   and   danced   all afternoon.

subject  conj.  subject   verb    conj.   verb  

DIRECT OBJECTS CAN ALSO BE COMPOUND

Compound Direct Objects

Krsna dasa    saw   trees    and   bushes.

subject       verb   DO     conj.   (DO)

SO CAN SENTENCES

Compound Sentence

Krsna dasa  chanted,  but  Sridama  danced.
