Your notebook: Krsna took birth in the womb of Devaki.

B.  Choose  one of the topics listed and decide what you wish  to say  about it.  Then write a topic sentence which you will expand into a paragraph. Underline the topic sentence.

C.  Choose one of the listed topics and write down as many  words describing it as you can.  If apliccable, write words to describe the sight,  sound,  touch,  smell,  and taste of the topic.  Then write  a paragraph describing the topic.  Make sure the paragraph has a topic sentence, which you should underline.

D.  Read  the  question carefully and clearly understand  exactly what it is asking.  If there is a section from Srila Prabhupada's books that you are asked to refer to, read that section carefully too.  Then think about the question and begin writing as much  as you can without worrying about mechanical errors.  After you have finished  writing,  correct  your own work and organize what  you have  written into paragraphs with topic sentences.  Then  recopy your paragraph with its topic sentence underlined.  You may write more  than  one  paragraph  to  answer  the  question,  but  each paragraph should have a underlined topic sentence.
