	Major strand: Place and Environment 

Students will understand:

- People’s interaction with places and the environment;

- The ways in which people represent and interpret place and environment.

Students will demonstrate knowledge and understandings of: 

- Why particular places are important for people;
- How and why people record the important features of places and environments.

Minor strand: Time, Continuity and Change 
Students will demonstrate knowledge and understandings of - Relationships between people and events through time - Ways in which time & change affect people

The Social Studies processes at level 1-2:
Value Exploration: Students will demonstrate skills as they explore and analyse values. Within these levels, students could, give reasons why people hold particular values positions. 
Inquiry: Students will demonstrate skills as they collect, process and communicate information about society. Within these levels, students could; use questions, make a generalization based on findings and communicate their findings. 
	Knowledge Outcomes:

1. Gain understanding of map concept and be able to interpret and draw simple maps showing location or organisation of particular place. 

2. List different characteristics and looks of different places – NZ and India

3. Compare characteristics of the temple with the recreational facilities,Wave pool

4. List the temples on the Govardhana parikrama path and interpret the map
5. Make a model of a Govardhana hill showing choice of the special places… 
6. List some of the places Lord Chaitanya visited during the South India tour.
Processes Outcomes: 

7. Identify main ideas and ask questions (five W+H – when, what, where, who, why and how) to gain understanding. 

(Value Exploration) 

8. Recognise the values certain people need to have to be able to reside at the particular places; temple, recreational centre, library…
	Starter activities:

Comparing and describing pictures of different places, 
What kind of people will reside there and what they might do? 

Picture dictation – children draw sketches or symbols that will show what they understand from the dictation describing particular place. 

Where am I – quiz – How do I look like? What do I have with me? Who else is there and why?

Explore ‘from above’ perspective as introduction to maps concept

Connecting the picture to the accompanying text – temples on the Govardhana parikrama path - Discuss how do they look today and how possibly they were looking in the time when they’ve been built.

Continue the story…

Speech bubbles – tell me where you are!!!

Drawing the map of Govardhana Hill
Making a miniature model of the hill showing at least five important places 
Drawing the map of the Govardhana Hill based on the made model utilising bird perspective… 

Comment on others choices of favourite place and give argument would they choose it as such or not, & why…
